Roles & Responsibilities:

The tasks are varied depending on what the BOD asks us to focus on. 

• Is any travel required? No travel is required. 
 
Time Commitment: 

• What months are busiest? The workload distribution varies. 

• How many hours are generally expected of a committee member each month?  A 
minimum of four hours per month are expected. 

• How long are members expected to participate on the committee The GC requires a 
two-year commitment.
